The abstract should not contain abbreviations, abbreviations and links. The volume of the abstract should be 150-250 words. The abstract is provided as a single paragraph. The volume of the article usually ranges from 6-8 pages of printed text in doc./docx format. The volume of the manuscript should not exceed 30 pages for review theoretical and discussion articles and 15 pages for other materials (including tables, illustrations, list of references).
Paper size A4 (210 x 297 mm).
Sheet margins: right - 25 mm, left - 25 mm, top - 25 mm, bottom - 25 mm.
Title, abstract, keywords - single spacing, text of the article and literature - one and a half spacing.
The main text is typed in Times New Roman, size 12, one and a half spacing.
Headings of all subsections without numbering, centered, without paragraph indentation, indentation 12 pt above and below, between the heading and the following text - an empty line.
Headings of the first level in capital letters, bold; second-level headings - capitalize only the first word in bold, third-level headings capitalize the first word, italic.
Structure of the article (heading level 2, 12 pt, lowercase, 12 pt up and after)
The article must be structured. It is recommended to have sections corresponding to the most common model for the structure of scientific articles - IMRAD Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results and Discussion, Conclusion.
Introduction (level 3 heading, 12 pt, lower case, 12 pt before and after)
It includes the relevance of the research topic, a review of the literature on the research topic, the formulation of the research problem, the formulation of the goal and objectives of the research.
Materials and methods
This section describes in detail the methods that were used to obtain the results. Usually, the general outline of the study is given first, then they are presented in more detail so that any competent specialist can reproduce them using only the text of the article.
Results
This section presents experimental or theoretical data obtained during the study. The results are given in the processed version: in the form of tables, graphs, organizational or structural diagrams, equations, photographs, drawings. This section contains only the facts. Leave their interpretation, comparison with the data of other researchers for the Discussion section.
Discussion
The Discussion section contains an interpretation of the results of the study, assumptions about the facts obtained, a comparison of our own results with the results of other authors. In the Discussion, you move from the specific information in the Methods and Results sections to a more general interpretation of the results.
Conclusion
The conclusion contains the main ideas of the main text of the article. Conclusions and recommendations are given, the main directions for further research in this area are determined..

STRUCTURAL ELEMENTS OF MANUSCRIPT AND REQUIREMENTS FOR THEIR FORMATTING
Figures 
Figures are included in the text of the article. Each drawing should be accompanied by a short caption and, if necessary, a legend explaining the symbols and lines depicted on it. The captions for the figures at the bottom of the figure in the center. Drawings must be of high quality. The size of the picture should not exceed 150×200 mm and is presented in separate TIFF, GIF, JPEG files. The following guidelines are helpful when preparing graphic files:
a) for raster drawings, use the TIF format with a resolution of 600 dpi, 256 shades of gray;
b) vector drawings must be provided in PDF format;
c) for photographs, use the TIF format of at least 300 dpi.
Figures should be centered on the page.
Figure captions cannot be placed to the left or right of the figure, only below it. However, if two images are placed next to each other, then they can be placed side by side to save space. For example, see Figure 1.

CONCLUSION
Transfers are not used. Symbols denoting vectors and matrices should be in bold type. The various scalar names should normally be shown in italics. Weights and measures must be expressed in SI units. All non-standard abbreviations and symbols should be given with definitions at first mention.
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A complete reference should provide the reader with enough information to locate the article concerned, whether published in print or electronic form, and should, depending on the type of reference, consist of: 
• name(s) and initials; 
• date published; 
• title of journal, book or other publication; 
• titles of journal articles may also be included (optional); 
• volume number; 
• editors, if any; 
• town of publication and publisher in parentheses for books; 
• the page numbers.
The authors should be in the form surname (with only the first letter capitalized) followed by the initials with no periods after the initials. Authors should be separated by a comma except for the last two which should be separated by ‘and’ with no comma preceding it. 
The article title (if given) should be in lower case letters, except for an initial capital, and should follow the date. 
The journal title is in italic and is abbreviated. If a journal has several parts denoted by different letters the part letter should be inserted after the journal in Roman type, e.g. Phys. Rev. A. 
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
